KEY STAGE 3 (YEARSOY

he first three years of secondary school are about breadth. We believe that a broad education is essential, and our

academic provision follows the National Curriculum. Key Stage 3 builds on the knowledge and skills of Key Stage 2,

and also lays the foundations for GCSE and further study. Pupils will study the following subjects:

English and English Literature, Mathematics, Sciences, French, Geography, History, Religion, Philosophy and Ethics,
Physical Education, Computer Science, Art, Drama, Music, Food and Nutrition and Design and Technology.

KEY STAGE 4 (YEARS 10 & 11)

upils begin GCSE study formally in Year 10, and are given the opportunity to specialise in subjects that are in addition

to their core areas of study. In the Spring Term of Year 9, pupils may personalise their curriculum by choosing

subjects from the optional block, which will determine what their programme of study will be in Years 10 and 11. To

support this process the College produces a booklet, and has a number of events that enable parents and pupils to find
out more about the courses on offer.
